(¢) Every appeal may be presented to First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority. as
the case may be, in person or through registered post or authorised representative.

(6) Fee for filing appeal

(a) Fee for first appeal shall be rupees two thousand five hundred and for second appeal shall be
rupees ten thousand, which shall be non-refundable.
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(b) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft or banker's cheque of a Scheduled

(7) Procedure for disposal of appeal

1. Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive. the Procuring Entity will correct
arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

i. ifthere is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price
shall be corrected., unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price. in which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected:

i1 if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals.

iil. if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail,
unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case
the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) and (ii) above.
